This way the streets can be
cleared by 7a.m. This will help people get to work, and buses on the bus routes, so children can
get to school on time. Snow will be pushed curb to curb. This will help eliminate the snow
drifting into the roadways.

Pet licenses can be
purchased and renewed at the Town Hall. Proof of rabies vaccination must be provided. The
chicken permits will also expire on December 315t and need to be renewed each year.

There are a number of vehicles, trailers, and campers parked on town streets and right of way s
that do not have current registrations on them. The town ordinance requires they have current
valid registrations to remain in town streets and right of way (the right of way is the area from
the sidewalks to the curb and other town owned property adjacent to the street). Please check
your registrations to make sure they are current.
